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Abstract
This template provides an overview of the author guidelines for articles being prepared for publication in management revue – Socio-Economic Studies. You do not need to use this document's font, size, caption or margins; you must follow these guidelines regarding headlines, numbering and caption of figures and tables, and your reference list. All headlines (levels 1, 2, and 3) are written in title cases (e.g., This is a Headline in Title Cases). For your citations and reference list, please use the APA Style (Purdue University, 2022a).
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Introduction
The manuscript length should not exceed 10,000 words (excluding references), and the norm should be 30 pages in double-spaced type with margins of about 3 cm (1 inch) on each page. You can use this document as a template.
If you have not done so, add three to five keywords below the abstract (see example above). Besides, add three to five appropriate JEL codes (see example above). A list of JEL codes can be found on the American Economic Association website (AEA, 2019).
Headlines are written in title cases (e.g., This is a Headline in Title Cases).
Literature Review
For your citations and reference list, please use the APA Style (Purdue University, 2022a). Try to avoid footnotes and endnotes.
In-Text Citations
APA follows the author-date method of in-text citation. The author's last name and the year of publication should appear in the text, e.g., (Doe, 2018). The complete reference is given in the reference list at the end of the manuscript. Work by two authors is cited with an "and" between their last names within the text and an ampersand in parentheses:
A study by John and Doe (2016) revealed…
(John & Doe, 2016)

Reference List
Label your reference list with "References". There are many examples of how to cite the most common types of sources. If you have a source that APA does not include, find an example most similar to your source and use this format (Purdue University, 2022d).
Make sure that your references are complete. It is essential that you use the correct capitalization and font style (italic) of (book) titles and journals, e.g.,
Author, A. A., Author, B. B., & Author, C. C. (Year). Title of article. Title of Periodical, volume number(issue number), pages. https://doi.org/xx.xxx/yyyy
Author, A. A. (Year of publication). Title of work: Capital letter also for subtitle. Location: Publisher.
Further details can be found in Purdue University's "APA Formatting and Style Guide" (Purdue University, 2022a).
Using reference management software (e.g., Mendeley, EndNote, Citavi) is recommended. The software helps you ensure that all sources you use in your text are also in the reference list. Also, most reference management software assists you in following the appropriate citation style.
Methodology
In general, your manuscript should follow the structure indicated by the headlines in this document: Introduction, Literature Review (including theory), Methodology, Results, Discussion and Conclusion.
Results
Keep the number of figures and tables to a minimum. Figures and tables should help the reader better to understand your research framework, results and argumentation. Refer to each table and figure in your text. Explain in a few sentences what the figure or table shows. The reader should understand the text without the figure or table as they only supplement it.
The basic structure of a table looks like the following (Purdue University, 2022e):

Make sure that you split the discussion of your results and the overall conclusion of your study into two separate sections. Address in this section the theoretical and practical implications and limitations of your research.
Conclusion
Make sure that you split the discussion of your results and the overall conclusion of your study into two separate sections.
Acknowledgement
Add an acknowledgement, e.g., if a foundation or government has funded your research.
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
